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摘要
關鍵詞：社區營造、環境教育、潛水訓練、生態旅遊
綠島擁有豐富的自然資源，是一處具有發展國際生態渡假潛力的
島嶼。為使綠島朝向永續發展的方向前進，本計劃從實務的操作，進
行綠島海洋保護與永續發展的推動工作。操作過程以工作坊串聯各項
工作，並藉此與居民進行溝通。環境教育部份，社區環境教育從潛水
訓練開始，配合海洋巡守工作，讓居民共同關心綠島海洋資源。此外，
為建立海洋資源長期監測機制，本計劃由學者專家輔導，在地居民執
行魚類資源長期監測計畫，讓居民參與長期海洋資源記錄工作。環境
教育宣傳品的製作方面，也有逐步改善居民海洋保育觀念的效益。學
校的環境教育則從教師與學生的海洋教育課程訓練出發，配合環境教
育活動，讓學生能從知識學習與實務操作中，學習海洋保育的觀念。
本計劃亦彙整過去執行的研究計畫，提出檢討意見，作為後續推動綠
島海洋保育及永續發展行動的參考。
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There are abundant natural resources in Green Island, which has the development

potential of the international eco-resort island. In order to make the island towards a

sustainable development direction, we promoted the marine conservation and

sustainable development in Green Island by practice operation. We established ties

with all the work by workshops in the operation process of this project, and to

communicate with the residents. On the basis of environmental education, the

community environmental education began to diving training, and took concerted

action of sea patrol. The goal of this action is to allow residents to participate in the

conservation of marine resources in Green Island. Besides, in order to establish a

mechanism for long-term monitoring of marine resources, this project was

administered by scholars, and the residents performed the long term monitoring

programme of fish resources, allowing residents to participate in the work of marine

resource record for the long term. It can gradually improve the marine conservation

concept of the residents through the production of promotional materials. In the

school environment education, first of all, the marine education courses of the

teachers and students were put into practice, and coupled with environmental

education activities. The students could learn the concept of marine conservation

through teaching and practice. This project also collect and discuss the previous

researches and t the subsequent promotion of marine conservation and sustainable

development in Green Island can refer to the result.
