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摘要

關鍵字：雅美族、傳統家屋、調查、保存、評估。

台東縣蘭嶼鄉雅美族傳統部落僅餘朗島、野銀兩者，7,8年來政府「離島建設基金」陸續投入經費，整修各家戶傳統住屋，但因管控大多未依修復古蹟、歷史建築之準則，成效普遍有限。

本計畫專對朗島聚落及家屋現況進行全面的測繪紀錄，以建立基礎資料，好供後續部落進行完善之保存、活化再利用規劃與執行之用。

經現地勘查及測繪之成果包括如下：

1.
全聚落CAD配置圖，標示有等高線，家屋建築大小、位置、樓層及道路、港口。

2.
家屋部分共測繪主屋16棟，高屋15棟，涼台11棟。包括室內外立面、剖面、平面、家戶配置圖等共203張測量圖，圖上亦註記構材損壞情形。

3.
每戶住屋均有一數位資料檔基本表，各測量圖，並有數位影像記錄。以及包含訪談家屋主人報導之住屋史及其產權，未來期望，訪談記錄共17戶。

4.
經由上述資料，本計畫進一步將各房舍分出等級，主屋四級（第一級4案；二級   4案；三級5案；四級3案），高屋三級（第一級7案；二級4案；三級4案）；涼台二級（第一級6案；二級5案）

最後，亦初步建議後續相應之保存與活化再利用之可能作法。
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The Yami traditional settlements can only be seen in Lang-Dau and Ye-Yin two villages on Orchid Island now.  It has been 7~8 years since the government invests some funding from Isolated-Island Construction Fund on repairing these traditional houses.  However, the repairing process didn’t strictly follow the principles of heritage and historical building renovation, the final effect generally fell short.

This project attempts to survey and draw the houses and make map of the whole village Lang-Dau.  All the drawings and record of each household interview form a database, which may help future conservation and revitalization work of the village and its traditional houses.  


After the survey the results are as follows:

1.  A CAD map of the village is done. There are altitude lines, house size and location, routes, roads and harbors etc. mapping on the drawing.

2.  16 main houses, 15 working houses and 11 patios are drawn, and 203 digital drawings including plan, elevations indoor and exterior, and site plan are done. And the drawings are also noted with various damages of the materials used for construction.

3.  Every house is compiled a digital data file. It contains all the drawings, photos, and interview records as well.   The interview records extend the history of house, its ownership, and owner’s future expectation. 

4. Through the data files, all of the houses are evaluated in term of its cultural value.   All the main houses are categorized into 4 ranks (1st rank 4 cases, 2nd 4 cases, 3rd 5 cases, 4th 3 cases).   Those working houses are categorized into 3 ranks (1st rank 7 cases, 2nd 4 cases, 3rd 4 cases).  As for the patios, there are 2 ranks (1st rank 6 cases, 2nd 5 cases).  

At last, some principles and possible process regarding the implements of future conservation, reutilization and revitalization are also suggested.
