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一、研究緣起

東沙島為台灣所擁有的南海海域島群之一，西方人稱Pratas Islands，地處海南島東北，位居台灣、中國的海南島、廣東省珠江口和菲律賓呂宋島的中間位置，附近海洋含有多樣海洋生態與魚類資源，同時擁有豐富的海底沉船文化資產。2007年委託辦理的「東沙環礁國家公園陸域考古遺址調查研究計畫」，調查東沙島陸域的考古遺址，一方面以東沙島作為個案，說明小型島嶼的人群活動狀態，另一面，提供東沙國家公園建立文化史蹟資源，劃設史蹟保存區之參考資料，用以達成國家公園「文化、活化、永續」之目標，確認「東沙遺址」之文化資產種類及數量，並規劃文化資產保存和維護等具體方案。

二、研究方法與過程

本計畫以東沙環礁國家公園考古調查研究為主要目的，其方法透過完整之基礎資料調查蒐集，用以建立東沙陸域之遺址文化資產，同時基於明確的問題意識，進一步探討人群的適應與遷移的行為，前往東沙島進行密集的田野工作，完成東沙島全島遺址調查，並進行因颱風出露於地表陶瓷片的分布範圍測量，選擇重要遺址或可能為遺址所在地進行考古探坑發掘，以及相關資料整理分析研究。

三、重要發現

除了重新調查並且發掘原先1995年發現的東沙遺址以外，新發現東沙碼頭遺址與東沙指揮部遺址，並檢核1995年出土標本，重新界定其年代。不過目前東沙島只發現歷史時期遺址，由於有關東沙島的人群活動文獻紀錄並不夠詳細，而且根據目前的考古遺址的年代只有較晚期的出土遺物才能和文獻比對，較早階段的考古發現未有詳細文獻記載可資比對。但經由本計畫調查所得結果，已可初步理解東沙島之文化內涵與歷史發展過程，未來當進行進一步研究，以理解此一區域是否即為清代人最重要之活動地區。

四、主要建議事項

（一）立即可行之建議

建議由海洋國家公園管理處或海巡署南巡局，填具遺址資料表，行文高雄市政府文化局，建請依「文化資產保存法」進行東沙遺址、東沙碼頭遺址、東沙指揮部遺址三處遺址的審議，並進行列冊以列入保護之範疇。東沙島已為國家公園之範圍，也應依「國家公園法」之規定將三處遺址之所在劃設史蹟保存區，以作為國家公園之文化史蹟資源，用以達成國家公園「文化、活化、永續」之目標。雖然目前東沙遺址已有部份劃入史蹟保存區，但經本計畫調查研究，遺址範圍較原先所知略微擴大，應予重新劃設。

（二）長期性建議

東沙島內三處遺址具有重要之人文歷史意義，且位於國家公園之範圍內，建議海洋國家公園管理處、高雄市政府文化局基於遺址之管理維護，應避免在遺址所在區域進行任何開發行為。出土之考古標本遺物，建議於東沙島本島選擇一建築空間進行展示陳列，期能使東沙島之人文歷史意義以較具象化之方式呈現於社會，以達到社會教育之成果。並於海洋國家公園管理處以展示看板或其他展示方式，展示此一研究成果。此外，東沙碼頭遺址距離海巡署南岸碼頭興建計畫的預定地不遠，興建計畫執行過程應確實遵行環評、文化資產以及國家公園法規，做好相關遺址範圍調查工作。
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I Research Background 

Dongsha Islands, part of Taiwan’s territory, is referred to as “Pratas Islands” by Westerners. The islands are located north east of Hainan, amidst Taiwan, Haian and Luzong of the Philippines. The nearby waters are rich in marine biology, fishery resource, as well as cultural assets of shipwrecks for archeological studies. In 2007, a commissioned project, “Research on Land Archeological Sites of Dongsha Atoll National Park”, looks into the case studies of human activities on Dongsha, and on the other hand, provides reference material for conservation planning in Dongsha National Park. The idea is to preserve culture resource and to revitalize the environment, and sustain the development of national parks. The project aims to further identify the types and volume of cultural asset of Dongsha sites for more comprehensive conservation policies.

II Research Methods and process

Research is mainly focused on archeological research at Dongsha Atoll National Park. At preliminary stage, basic data was gathered to understand cultural assets of Dongsha sites and further explore issues of how people adapted to the area and their migration behaviors during the earlier days. Next, intensive field work was carried out on Dongsha Island and covered sites on the entire island. A measurement of exposed porcelain fragments on sea shore after typhoons was also conducted. Both important sites and potential sites were chosen for excavation work. 

III Breakthrough

Currently no pre-historical sites were discovered on Dongsha Island. Also, due to the limited amount of literature of human activities on this island, only the artifacts of later era can be matched accordingly, and artifacts of earlier era are left unidentified. Nonetheless, from the findings of this research we come to a basic understanding of culture essence and history development of Dongsha Island. This knowledge would serve as a stepping stone as future research taps into the activities of people of Qing Dynasty on this island. 

IV Suggestions 

(1) Immediate Suggestions:

It is suggested that the Marine National Park Headquarters or the South Branch of Coastal Guard Administration report to Bureau of Cultural Affairs of Kaohsiung City Government and, based on “Cultural Heritage Preservation Act”, deliberate on the Dongsha Site、Dongsha Ma Tou (Dongsha Wharf Site) 、Dongsha Zhi Hui Bu(Dongsha Command Station Site) that are potentially historical sites and classify them as preserved areas. The area charted as national park on Dongsha Island shall, in accordance with “National Park Law”, include the three sites as preserved areas. It is our suggestion to redefine the original preserved area as the research indicates an expansion of the site area. 

(2) Long-term Advice: 

The three sites on Dongsha Island are of historical significance, and given their location within the confine of a national park, it is advised that Marine National Park Headquarters and the Bureau of Cultural Affairs prevent any form of development on these sites. As to the artifacts unearthed, an exhibition space is suggested for the purpose of displaying culturally important items to the public. Description boards or other forms of display can be utilized as well. Also, Dongsha Wharf site is located within the proximity of the designated area for pier project of the Coastal Guard Administration, therefore an environment assessment shall be thoroughly carried out with related regulations abided by to avoid damage to the site.
